Now let’s go back and look at the creation story.  What do these things sound like?

It sounds like all the things God does.  So if God has created us in his image, we all have value simply because we exist, because he made us.  Now that we have this in our brains, suddenly everything is different!  You don’t need to have the coolest new clothes or be the best on your sports team, or be the smartest kid in class to have value.  You don’t have to prove yourself to be good, you were made that way- in the image of God.  You just have to live up to the potential that you have, and treat other people like they have the same value- because they do! (Matthew 22: 36-39)
